Directors and Officers Meeting

July 15, 2009

Minutes:  Minutes of the May 29, 2009 meeting were reviewed and approved, upon motion by Jack Mayo and second by Jim Brotherton.

For the raffle we will continue to use one of our new challenge coins, and Randy Patterson will continue to offer them for sale at the dinner meetings for $8.00 per coin  Glenn Looney won a case of Navy League history books at the last National Convention and we are giving a copy to each of our dinner meeting speakers.

President Elect:  Randy Patterson announced that challenge coins are available through him.
