The Greater Central Texas Council of the Navy League has supported Grass Roots Legislation with our Legislative Affairs Program.  Members visited six Congressmen and one U.S. Senator.

Issues addressed included:

· The size of the Naval Forces

· The expansion of the U.S. coast Guard after 9/11

· The decline of the U.S. Merchant Fleet.

· Encroachment on existing military installations, and its effect on training and readiness.

· Support of our Naval ROTC Units

· Support of the NJROTC and MCJROTC programs.

· Strong support of our Sea Cadet programs. 
Grass Roots visits have included not only our legislative team but have been supported by the Professors of Naval Science both past and present at the University of Texas NROTC.
