Board of Directors Meeting 

August 17, 2006

The second meeting of the Board for 2006 was convened at the Red Lobster South at 12:00 noon on August 17, 2006.  Board members present were; were Glenn Looney (Chair), Tom Griffy, Tom Lasseter, Jack Mayo, Max Miller, Randy Patterson, Jack Ritter and Tom Uhl. There being eight members of the Board attending, a quorum was present.  Also supporting the meeting were Jim Brotherton, Council President-Elect and George Haley, Council Treasurer.

On a motion by Jack Mayo, seconded by Randy Patterson, the minutes of the February 2, 2006 meeting were approved unanimously.

Max Miller then presented the report from the President:

UThe papers necessary to reactivate our 501c(3) tax exempt status have been submitted to the IRS.

UThe financial report as attached.

UA letter soliciting donations from the membership was recently mailed and has resulted in contributions of $1,150 thus far.

UThe schedule of speakers for the next few meetings was reviewed.

UThe membership goal for the end of this year remains at 300.

UThe Council has been quite active in contacting members of congress and acquainting them with the interests and activities of the Navy League.

UMax also reviewed the events associated with the retirement of Capt. Inbody.

UThe Council’s participation in the commissioning of the USS Texas as well as the decommissioning of the Austin was discussed.  

The Board requested the Council President to send a check fro $1, 000 to USS Austin for decommissioning costs, and amount within this years Council’s budget for USS Austin.

Glenn Looney then presented the Council’s Strategic Plan.  After a few minor modifications (incorporated in the attached copy), Jack Ritter made a motion to adopt the plan.  The motion was seconded by Tom Lasseter and passed by unanimous vote.  The Chair reiterated that the purpose of the Strategic Plan is to set goals and objectives for the Council and is not intended to be direction to the Council President on how to achieve them.

A nominating subcommittee consisting of Glenn Looney (Chair), Jim Brotherton, Max Miller, Jack Ritter and Tom Uhl was appointed by Glenn Looney.  The Nominating Committee will report back to the full Board with a recommended slate of officers and directors at the next Board meeting.

Glenn Looney also appointed a Service Awards Committee consisting of Jack Ritter (Chair), Glen Looney, Jack Mayo and Max Miller.  Council Service Awards should be awarded at the first Distinguished Speaker Program in 2007

The date for the next Board meeting was set for November 9, 2006.

The meeting was adjourned at 1:02 PM.
