New Business
A discussion was held regarding changing the name of the Greater Central Texas Council (GCTC) to Greater Austin Council, or something similar.  Although the current name was needed at the time of adoption (2000) and has served us well, it now has some limitations:

The Navy League created the Central Texas Area (2003) which contains four Navy League Councils including our own GCTC.  This causes confusion with National staff in the assignment of members to GCTC, requires that we informally call ourselves the Austin Council so that it is understood where we are centered, often being referred to as the Austin Council by other Navy League officers, councils and members, and recently, and with the establishment of the Fleet Admiral Nimitz Council in Fredericksburg, much of the "central" territory of GCTC has been taken.  Further, over 90% of GCTC members live in Travis County or an adjacent county which may more properly be termed Greater Austin.
